	Identify hazard

	Lack of social distancing in the classroom resulting in direct transmission of the virus 

	Control measures

	1. Children will be placed in class group bubbles that will operate independently of each other and will not cross
2. Adults will be assigned specifically to class bubbles and HLTAs/ELSAs will be assigned to a year group. At present they will remain with this year group and will not cross other year group bubbles. (The only time this may be reviewed and where an adult may move to a different year group, will be where necessary to ensure the effective running of the school. This is in line with Government/ DfE guidance and would only be considered to support the effective running of the school such as staff absence)
3. In EYFS children will remain in class bubbles but will not have allocated seating. Starlings year 1 children will have allocated seating. Distancing measures will be the fact that they are in their bubble and not crossing with other children and the routines and structures that are in place to manage hygiene and reduce the risk:
a. Avoiding contact with anyone with symptoms 

b. Frequent hand cleaning and good respiratory hygiene practices

c. Regular cleaning of settings, furniture, resources
d. Minimising contact and mixing so the risk will be lowered. 

4. Children will have their own resources/ stationary pack that will be used only by themselves. For table groups, resources must be allocated to each table and be cleaned at least weekly.
5. In KS1 seating will be arranged as per government guidance. At present (4.1.21), children may be seated in small groups with limited change of places and/or chair. It may be advisable in smaller spaces for children to be sat, 2 to a table and facing forward. Where possible, children are to be allocated to a space for the duration of the day, including lunch time and ‘down time’. Tables and chairs must be cleaned regularly and a deeper clean carried out at the end of the day.
6. It is understood that children will struggle to distance from each other in their bubble but staff members, particularly KS1, should be keeping at a distance. When hearing reading or working with a child or group, the staff member must wear a face covering or visor. Where possible, there needs to be a distance between child and adult. Staff may wish to keep their face covering or visor on for all activity in class but may remove it during while class teaching (from the front) where 2m+ distancing is possible. 
7. Equipment will be allocated to each bubble and used only by the bubble. This will be cleaned and sterilised at the end of each day ready for use the following morning.
8. Nurture and ELSA will take place only with children from the same bubble. This will be timetabled and the children will sit distanced working with the allocated adult to their year group bubble. Again, face coverings or visors should be worn for close work.
9. Phonics will remain in bubbles. Staff members from a bubble may take groups (from the same class) into the shared areas for intervention but this should be timetabled so that bubbles do not cross
10. PPA will be covered by staff members from the class bubble, including HLTAs and ELSAs.
11. PE will take place outside in class bubbles where the weather will allow. Where the weather does not support this, bubbles may use the hall with windows and doors open. Each year group will have an allocated day so as not to cross year groups on the same day. Timetabling will ensure that class bubbles do not cross in any communal areas on their journey to/ from the hall.
12. Use of the library is now restricted and this area is for nurture provision. Each class bubble will have a selection of library books available for the children to choose from each week. Please keep a list of the book that each child has. Books will be quarantined for 72 hours before going back to the library and being placed in the class bubble tray.
13. Hygiene stations will be set up in all classrooms with clear routines and timetabling for regular handwashing or hand sanitising. 
14. Tables will be wiped regularly through the day by bubble staff members. The preparation of resources (sterilising/Milton) will be completed by bubble staff members. Final clean down of other surfaces and frequently touched areas such as door handles as well as the hoovering of classes will be completed by cleaning team unless advised otherwise.
15. All classrooms have outside exits. Children will not need to use the corridors but if there is a need, children will be supervised when walking by an adult from the bubble

16. Children needing to use the medical room and medical toilets will be supervised in transit by an adult from the bubble.

17. Assemblies will be live streamed into classrooms by SLT/CT on a regular basis and other whole school assemblies may be recorded for viewing at the discretion of the class teacher such as weekly stories or calendar assemblies.
18. Outdoor, larger scale play equipment will be timetabled for use by class bubbles and this will be shared through staff meeting/ leadership updates each week. Year groups will be allocated different days to access this equipment and each class bubble will have an allocated slot with a gap between bubbles during which equipment is not used.



	Identify hazard

	Lack of social distancing using toilets and poor hygiene resulting in direct and indirect transmission of the virus

	Control measures

	1. Allocated toilets for each bubble
2. Children supervised by bubble staff when using toilet to ensure that social distancing takes place

3. Regular cleaning of toilets to take place – ‘All in one’ spray to be used after break and lunch by teaching or lunchtime team to sanitise the toilets. The toilets will remain out of use for 5 minutes following the disinfecting
4. Grab rails placed in Blackbirds toilets to support use by children with additional medical needs 
(KMS)
5. Hand gel used after toilet use as well as washing hands 
6. Signs in toilet to support effective handwashing 
7. Wedges for the toilet external toilet doors if not fire doors.
8. Extra soap ordered to ensure we do not run out 

9. Children who need nappy changing will be cared for by the designated adult in the designated ambulant toilet. Timetable of changing in place. Toilet to be cleaned down after each use. PPE provided for each identified adult for changing. Adults must wear an apron, gloves and a face covering/ visor when changing.



	Identify hazard

	Lack of social distancing waiting to enter classroom in morning resulting in direct transmission of the virus 

	Control measures

	1. One way system in place for drop off and pick up. Each year group bubble allocated a drop off and pick up time with a 10 minute window. No more than 3 bubbles being dropped at any one time

2. School site manager (and a staff member if possible) to be at driveway gates each morning to ensure that families keep to allocated timings and do not enter the school site before their time

3. In KS1, children are to go straight to their classroom upon arrival to avoid any waiting or queuing. For Year R, groups of children can be taken in by a supervising adult from the bubble, leaving one adult on the playground to meet the remaining children who will then be walked into the school building following their designated pathway. 
4. Parents encouraged to drop and go. SLT will encourage parents to leave site as soon as possible to avoid any unnecessary congestion.
5. SLT on playground- distanced for parents to speak to so that they are not compromising the bubbles 



	Identify hazard

	Lack of social distancing during playtimes and lunchtimes resulting in direct transmission of the virus

	Control measures

	1. Staggered playtimes and allocated play area for each bubble. Each bubble supervised by staff from the bubble
2. Prior to snack/ milk, children to sanitise hands

3. Reduced playtime equipment – allocated to each bubble and cleaned down at the end of each day
4. Games discussed which encourage social distancing  
5. Staff will distance from each other and will not mix across year teams unless HLTA/ELSA or it has been agreed by SLT



	Identify hazard

	Lack of social distancing when eating lunch resulting in direct transmission of the virus

	Control measures

	1. Children eat in their classroom bubble at their designated place.
2. Food to be brought to classes by LSA in throw away containers. Second session – food will be brought to classes by HC3S team but they will not enter the bubble

3. LSAs allocated to each bubble and introduced from September so that they are not crossing bubbles
4. Tables cleaned down in classes prior to and at the end of each lunch session by bubble staff (prior) and lunchtime team (after).
5. LSA will supervise use of the toilet and ensure that hands are washed after use. Toilet will be sprayed by the LSA at the end of lunchtime.

6. Children who have not finished lunch in first session may take their take- away box outside to bubble area. 
7. Whilst the children are eating, please can staff members ensure there is something to watch rather than getting lots of resources out during this time.



	Identify hazard

	Lack of social distancing in the corridors resulting in direct transmission of the virus

	Control measures

	1. Children staying in their classroom and accessing outside from classroom door thus reducing the need to use indoor pathways
2. Children walked to disabled toilets by staff member from bubble 

3. Allocated slots for using the hall so when walking to the hall corridors will be clear
4. When staff and visitors are using corridors and other communal spaces, a face covering must be worn.




	Identify hazard

	Lack of social distancing during school run breakfast club

	Control measures

	1. Hand washing/ sanitiser upon arrival.
2. Parents drop off at door to the hall and do not enter the hall bubble.
3. One table allocated to each year group; children are distanced appropriately when sitting at their table.

4. Play equipment is allocated to each table and not shared. This equipment is cleaned daily with Milton or Dettol at the end of each breakfast session. This equipment is solely for the use of breakfast club.

5. One toilet (corridor) is allocated to the breakfast club and use is supervised.

6. Staff member wears a face covering whilst running the club. 

7. Children are guided to their classroom one year group or class bubble at a time to avoid any crossover. This follows the year group drop off times in line with the rest of the school. At present numbers are less than 10 so this can be facilitated easily and safely.
8. All breakfast equipment/ utensils are cleaned/ washed using hot water and washing up liquid. It may also be possible for the school dishwasher to be accessed.


	Identify hazard

	Contact of shared resources resulting in indirect transmission of the virus

	Control measures

	1. Children have own stationary packs or table group resources which will include resources needed for maths/English. These are to remain with these children/ groups and are to be sanitised regularly.
2. Tables, door handles and other surfaces cleaned with Milton/sterilising product every night

3. Children allocated a white board to have on their desk as part of the resource pack
4. Resources on tables ready for lesson and not distributed within the lesson 

5. Children encouraged to wash hands / use hand gel before lessons and after each lesson 

6. Outdoor playground equipment allocated to class bubbles and cleaned each day at the end of the day

7. All surfaces left clear at end of the day



	Identify hazard

	Emotional distress of the children 

	Control measures

	1. All children will have had as much online transition as possible and Class Dojo will maintain contact between school and home.
2. Phased transition learning for first two weeks of the Autumn term as part of rainbow curriculum with a focus on PSHE, thrive and play- based learning opportunities wherever possible
3. All timetables to identify regular opportunity for ‘down time’ and more low key activity.

4. Cohort thrive profiles to be completed within first few weeks and then updated termly to identify children that may need individual Thrive support. This support to be carried out by class TAs under the supervision of the Thrive lead (MK).
5. Individual risk assessments for children with special educational and behavioural needs to be completed and shared with all key staff including the SLT.
6. Parent to teacher transition form for parents to share concerns with new teacher. Parents and families to continue to use Class Dojo as primary means of communication. Parent/ teacher meetings to be done via a phone call after each data drop.
7. Phased transition with parents discussed as and when necessary and dependent on the needs of the child. This will continue throughout the year for individual children who may be shielding or have a reduced timetable due to medical and/or emotional/ behavioural needs.



	Identify hazard

	Risk of spreading virus due to close contact with children – 1:1 and restraint  resulting in direct transmission of the virus

	Control measures

	1. Seek expert guidance from special schools re support for children with specific behaviour difficulties that might need restraint and display high risk behaviours such as spitting or biting. Individual risk assessments must be completed in this instance. 

2. Full PPE available to staff; extra disposable aprons, gloves and visors kept in the medical room 

3. Reduced timetable / exclusion / inclusion considered if necessary if children are acting in a way that puts staff at risk.
4.  First aid to be carried out by bubble members using protective equipment. Donning and doffing guidance and training given to all staff members. Gloves, aprons and visors to be used at all times
5. If child has temperature or new and continuous cough – child taken to COVID isolation bay which will be the medical room (staff to keep 2 metre distance when escorting them and to wear full PPE) Staff to put on PPE and take temperature. If child has temperature or new cough then inform SLT and office staff and parents will be contacted. Staff in PPE to stay with child in the medical room until parent arrives. Siblings must also be sent home. Parent told to get test and keep children off school until test has been returned. Member of SLT to make decision regarding children returning to school. Member of staff who was with child – removes PPE in medical room, following guidance, and place in yellow bin, wash hands and use hand gel. The medical room must then be fully cleaned and sanitised. (Staff can return to work after this situation) 



	Identify hazard

	Risk of spreading virus due to poor hygiene resulting in indirect transmission of the virus

	Control measures

	1. Hand gel dispenser inside of all classrooms and readily available at all times.
2. Hand gel order in large quantities 

3. Extra soap dispensers and re-fills in each classroom

4. Children hand wash or hand gel on entry to school, before break, after break, before lunch, after lunch, leaving school, using the toilet and any time they cough or sneeze

5. Washing hands posters replaced in all washing areas 

6. Regular reminders on how to wash hands properly – videos and posters 

7. Procedure agreed for children to wash hands so thorough hand washing – soap walk to back of line, rubbing hands and then rinse off when back to the front of the line. 
8. Timetables created to enable all children to wash hands before and after lunch, after break. Prior to snack and/ or milk, children are to sanitise their hands. 

9. Allocated staff rooms for each year group are to be cleaned after use by the year team. All frequently touched items and surfaces are to be cleaned after each person has used them. Each staff member is to use their own mug/ cup and utensils and these must be washed and put away after each use (not left on the draining board) Some staff members may wish to use a tray or box for their own items and food.

10. After use, staff toilets and door handles are to be sprayed with anti-bac or wiped down with anti-bac wipes.

11. Frequently used equipment such as the photocopiers must be sanitised after each use with anti-bac wipes.




	Identify hazard

	Risk of infection due to lack of cleaning resulting in indirect transmission of the virus

	Control measures

	1. All surfaces, handles, toilets and shared equipment will be cleaned each day using Milton/sterilising product 

2. PPE will be worn by all cleaning staff 

3. Reading books will remain in each class bubble for children to choose from. Upon return, books must be quarantined for 72 hours before being available for other children to choose. Any book change- over to the main reading corridor or to the library, can only be completed once these books have been quarantined. 

4. Soft furnishings and soft / cloth toys will be removed from use in classrooms. There will be an identified spot in each classroom as per the amended behaviour policy for individual children to access should they need to.

5. Shared resources left on front desks for cleaning at end of the day 

6. Toilets cleaned throughout the day 

7. Anti-bac spray in each classroom to be used before and after lunch and at regular times during the day.
8. Movement between places/ seats to be limited- children should be allocated their own seat where possible which is to be wiped down at the end of the day before being placed on the table.
9. Year teams to take responsibility for cleaning their staff room and all utensils used. Hoovering and rubbish collection will be completed by the cleaning team at the end of the day once staff have vacated the building.
10. Staff are asked to have left the school site by 5pm each day to allow for deep cleaning to take place and for classrooms to then be left unoccupied for 12 hours+.



	Identify hazard

	Risk of illness of vulnerable staff and family members through direct and indirect transmission of the virus

	Control measures

	1. Those who are clinically extremely vulnerable or living with those that are clinically extremely vulnerable to complete a personal risk assessment. These staff are to keep strict social distancing from other adults and as much social distancing from children as possible. 
2. Those adults who are clinically extremely vulnerable must follow Government guidance, as well as any additional guidance given by their health practitioner. Each individual case will be discussed with the HT and a plan to mitigate any risk put in place alongside the RA. It may be that the staff member works from home for a fixed period. 

3. PPE/ visors to be worn when working with individual children and/ or groups and when moving around the school site.
4. Issuing of all relevant risk assessments to staff concerning returning to work. These staff are to comment and contribute towards this RA.
5. Telephone calls to be given to staff members identified as high risk to discuss individual action plans and any necessary amendments to be put in place.
6. SLT to manage working from home for those in the higher risk category.



	Identify hazard

	Risk of illness of vulnerable children and family members through direct and indirect transmission of the virus

	Control measures

	For those children who are extremely clinically vulnerable or are living with anyone who is extremely clinically vulnerable, a meeting by phone will take place to assess the risks and to put a personalised learning plan in place.  An individual risk assessment may be completed to ensure that measures are in place to protect the health and well-being of this child or family member. It may be agreed that the child remains at home for a fixed period of time or that they attend school on a reduced timetable and with changes made to drop-off and pick-up times. 



	Identify hazard

	Teacher/Teaching Assistant is absent from school due to non–covid related illness

	Control measures

	1. Each bubble to have at least 2 members of staff so that bubble can function if a member of staff is absent. SLT may consider putting in place additional cover to support such as the year group ELSA/ HLTA such as absence of more than 1 day.
2. Where possible, morning break will be covered by bubble staff to avoid any bubble cross- over. Should this not be possible, a member of the SLT will support but will stand at the classroom doorway to supervise and will wear a face covering.
3. If a member of the LSA team is absent, the lunch break will need to be covered by the bubble staff where possible so that there is no cross- over between bubbles. This time should be taken back either prior to the lunch break or after so that the supervising staff member has a lunch break. It is suggested that where possible, this lunch break is shared so that each adult covers for half an hour.
Should this not be possible, a member of the SLT will support but will stand at the classroom doorway to supervise and will wear a face covering.




	Identify hazard

	Confirmed case of Corona Virus in a bubble- Risk of spread to other children in the bubble and staff members

	Control measures

	1. Bubble will be closed immediately to children and staff members. Parents will be contacted and asked to collect their child from school as soon as possible. Families will be given advice on isolating their child and other measures to take such as when to go for a test should symptoms develop.

2. Staff members will also isolate at home (10 days) and follow Government guidelines.

3. Staff should maintain contact with SLT to update them and to inform them if they show any symptoms and need to book a test.
4. On- line learning to start.

5. Isolation period is now 10 days from the symptoms starting or from when the positive case of someone in the bubble has been confirmed. This isolation period includes the day the symptoms started (or the day your test was taken if you do not have symptoms), and the next 10 full days. This means that if, for example, your symptoms started at any time on the 15th of the month (or if you did not have symptoms but your first positive COVID-19 test was taken on the 15th), your isolation period ends at 23:59 hrs on the 25th.
6. LA and Public Health will be informed immediately and all further advice will be followed.
7. The bubble will be deep cleaned and signage put up preventing anyone from entering that bubble until the children and staff return to school



	Identify hazard

	Suspected case of Corona Virus in a bubble

	Control measures

	If anyone in the school becomes unwell with a new and persistent cough or a high temperature, or has a loss of, or change in, their normal sense of taste or smell (anosmia), they must be sent home and advised to follow ‘stay at home: guidance for households with possible or confirmed coronavirus (COVID-19) infection’, which sets out that they should self-isolate for at least 10 days and should arrange to have a test to see if they have coronavirus (COVID-19). (Last updated 18.12.20) 

If a child is awaiting collection, they should be moved, if possible, to a room where they can be isolated behind a closed door, depending on the age and needs of the child, with appropriate adult supervision if required. Ideally, a window should be opened for ventilation. If it is not possible to isolate them, move them to an area which is at least 2 metres away from other people. At present, this is the medical room. Any child must be supervised in here and the supervising adult must wear full PPE. 

If they need to go to the bathroom while waiting to be collected, they should use a separate bathroom if possible (this is likely to be the ambulant toilet at the end of the office corridor). The bathroom must be cleaned and disinfected using standard cleaning products before being used by anyone else. The supervising adult must wear full PPE and dispose of this once the child has been collected and the areas where the child has been have been sanitised.

PPE must be worn by staff caring for the child while they await collection and if possible, a distance of 2 metres should be maintained unless there are additional needs or the child is very young. More information on PPE use can be found in the safe working in education, childcare and children’s social care settings, including the use of personal protective equipment (PPE) guidance.

Any members of staff who have helped someone with symptoms and any pupils who have been in close contact with them do not need to go home to self-isolate unless they develop symptoms themselves (in which case, they should arrange a test) or if the symptomatic person subsequently tests positive (see below) or they have been requested to do so by NHS Test and Trace.

Everyone must wash their hands thoroughly for 20 seconds with soap and running water or use hand sanitiser after any contact with someone who is unwell. The area around the person with symptoms must be cleaned with normal household bleach and/ or the cleaning materials that are readily available across the whole school after they have left to reduce the risk of passing the infection on to other people. See the COVID-19: cleaning of non-healthcare settings guidance.

Whilst awaiting test results: Until a positive result is received, the bubble remains open with strict hygiene measures in place as already outlined.


	Identify hazard

	Effective running of the office and face to face communication with parents avoiding risk of the transmission of the virus

	Control measures

	1. Staff members in the school office to have an allocated working space. This will be used by staff member only and cleaned down at the end of each day
2. Staff members work stations will be distanced from each other 

3. Visor screen in place at the main reception area, forming a protection barrier between staff and parents/ visitors
4. Parents are encouraged to communicate by telephone, Class Dojo and email where possible to avoid face to face contact. Parents will be contacted prior to the Spring term commencing with a summary of the school’s RA and a guide on accessing the school site safely. Within this guidance, parents will be informed that face to face conversations on the playground/ drop off point must be kept to a minimum and that they should not take offence should a staff member/ SLT ask them to finish the conversation and vacate the site. In this instance, the staff member is advised to offer a phone call as soon as possible with the parent so that any concerns can be resolved.
5. If a parent needs to come to school, it is one parent in the reception area at a time and parents will need to wear a face covering, sanitise their hands on arrival and respect social distancing. Should a parent need to speak to any staff member as a matter of urgency, the SLT office will be used. Windows are to be opened prior to the parent entering the room, face coverings must be worn throughout the meeting, hand gel must be readily available and the room must be cleaned and sanitised at the end of the meeting. The parent will be informed that the meeting should last no longer than 15 minutes. The conference table will be used to facilitate this meeting to ensure that there is a distance of 2 meters between adults.
6. For those parents who need to collect paper-based learning, year groups, where possible, will provide a weekly pack to limit the amount of visits the parent needs to make. All home learning is emailed out daily and posted onto the school website. 
7. All office equipment wiped at the end of each day
8. Other staff members should avoid entering the office space/ office bubble.

9. If other staff members need to enter the office space/bubble, e.g. to make a telephone call to a parent, they must sanitise any equipment used before leaving the area



	Identify hazard

	Well- being and safety of staff whilst working in school.

	Control measures

	1. All risk assessments to be shared with staff in school for comment and so that they can comment and add anything further that they feel needs to be addressed
2. 2-3 staff members per bubble dependent on the needs of the children so that the working of the bubble can be shared and breaks and duties effectively covered
3. LSA allocated to each bubble so that staff members can have a substantial lunchtime break

4. Year teams allocated their own staff room to reduce the amount of staff in any place at one time
5. Allocated toilets for each staff member; toilet and any areas that are touched must be sprayed with anti-bac and wiped down before vacating.
6. Allocated photocopying facilities with wipes to be used between each usage. The photocopier must be cleaned after every use.
7. Staff and TA check in meetings weekly through teams
8. Face coverings must be worn when entering the school site and using communal areas. Upon arrival at the main reception, hands must be sanitised using gel and staff should move on from this area quickly to avoid any risk of congestion. Once staff members are in their bubble, face coverings may be removed. At drop-off and pick-up times, staff must wear their face covering and maintain a safe distance from parents. During teaching time and if staff can keep distanced from the children, face coverings may be removed. However, for any group work, individual feedback, intervention or any situation where this distance cannot be maintained, the face covering must be worn. Some staff may prefer and feel it is safer to keep their face covering on at all times. 
9. End of the day: all staff are asked to vacate the school site by 5pm daily so that all bubbles and communal areas can be cleaned and sanitised. If staff members, complete what they need to do prior to that time, they of course, can leave the school site at any time before that.
10. PPE: staff have access to PPE resources such as visors, gloves and aprons. Cleaning resources are readily available in every bubble, every staff room and in communal areas. Staff are encouraged to speak to SLT or the SBM should they need additional resources. 



	Identify hazard

	Visits to school site by non- staff member. Risk of spreading the virus to staff members and children

	Control measures

	1. Risk assessment emailed to visitor prior to day of visit

2. Visitors encouraged to park off site and walk in to school from Franklin Road entrance. Visitors to follow 2m social distancing while walking down main path to school entrance.

3. Visitors to wear a mask on entry to the building and whilst walking through corridors. Visitors may be asked to keep their face covering on dependent on the nature of their visit. 
4. Visitors to sanitise hands immediately on entry

5. Visitors to complete the schools track and trace recording system

6. A designated toilet will be allocated on arrival and toilet will be sanitised on departure

7. Visitors must be accompanied to meeting areas in school and will not walk the corridors alone- staff will maintain a safe social distance and will wear a face covering.
8. Visitors to school may not enter the classroom bubbles unless accompanied by HT with Risk assessment in place. Visitors are asked to clarify the nature of their visit and what they need to complete the visit effectively. In some cases, such as social workers visiting individuals, an additional space may be needed to facilitate this visit. At present, this will be the Nest. Prior to the visit, the window must be opened and once the visit has finished, the room must be sanitised and not accessed for at least 20 minutes.
9. Seating in meeting areas will be distanced and any equipment used must be cleaned after.
10. Should a visitor arrive early or need to wait, they may be asked to wait outside the main reception entrance or may be seated in the reception area distanced from any other person and with their face covering in place.  If seating area is used this must be sanitised with anti-bac spray after the visitors have vacated the area.
